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The Sacred Series: Women, Life, Freedom.
Anthropologist, Activist & Artist Orly Faya challenges patriarchy through 
art, blending the human form with sacred spaces to redefine what is truly 

sacred.

A VISION FOR CHANGE
For over a decade, multimedia artist Orly Faya has been painting human 
bodies into landscapes, visually expressing humanity’s oneness with the earth 
through her internationally commissioned Gaia Collections. Her latest project, 
The Sacred Series, takes this message further—addressing the spiritual and 
cultural imbalance caused by outdated religious doctrines. 

In this courageous & provocative series, Orly paints women—bare, 
vulnerable, and powerful—into sacred religious architecture. Her work poses 
a fundamental question: What is truly sacred—the lifeless walls of these 
spaces, or the living flesh, bones, and souls of humanity they claim to serve?

Redefining the Sacred
Religious institutions have historically segregated women, often silencing their 
voices and diminishing their roles. The Sacred Series reclaims these spaces, 
portraying women as ultimate vessels of life and creation, without who, life 
would not exist at all. 

The models in this series are anonymous, universal figures born to the three 
monotheistic faiths, who represent all women who:r

Have suffered under patriarchal dominion.
Have had their sexuality silenced or weaponized.
Have been erased from history and denied their voice.
Have been treated as secondary or disposable within socio political systems.

Through her art, Orly challenges centuries of oppression, and reintegrates 
the sacred feminine within the divine pantheon by demonstrating Her innate 
power through her bare sensual beauty.  

Head scarves are used for anonymity, whilst also subtly acknowledging 
her natural sensual authority, as a power that man has long suppressed—
offering a satirical take on the paradox between her strength and imposed 
constraints.

A Historical Reflection
The Sacred Series revisits a pivotal shift in history—from goddess-centered 
worship to male-dominated pantheons in ancient Mesopotamia. This 
transition, around 3000 BCE, marked the decline of women’s autonomy. 
Orly’s work calls for the restoration of balance, elevating the divine feminine to 
challenge institutionalized inequality.

About the Artist
Orly Faya is an internationally recognized multimedia artist and activist 
featured in global publications and media outlets in Australia, the U.S., and 
beyond. Her work explores belonging, the sacred feminine, and humanity’s 
connection to the biosphere. The Sacred Series expands these themes to 
the cosmos, calling for peace, freedom, and sustainability on earth.

A Vision for Change

Anthropologist and multimedia artist Or Lee has spent two decades 
painting human bodies into landscapes, photographing them to reveal 
humanity’s connection with the earth. Her acclaimed Gaia Collection toured 
internationally from 2013–2018, making front pages across the globe.

Her new project, The Sacred Series, pushes further—confronting the cultural 
imbalance of outdated religious doctrines. In this provocative body of work, 
women—bare, anonymous, and brave—are painted into Jerusalem’s most 
contested sacred sites, including the Wailing Wall and the Golden Dome.

The work poses a radical question: What is truly sacred—the lifeless bricks of 
temples, or the living women they have long controlled?

Women as Vessels of Life and Creation

The Sacred Series reclaims sacred spaces and reawakens the feminine as a 
vessel of life, beauty, and creation. Models born into the three monotheistic 
faiths stand anonymously for women worldwide facing oppression and 
control. Headscarves both protect identity and highlight the paradox of 
strength constrained.

Through this “beautiful blasphemy,” Or Lee challenges centuries of erasure 
and calls for balance: the restoration of the divine feminine as a vital force for 
peace and harmony.

About the Artist

Or Lee is an international award winning artist, anthropologist, and creative 
activist. Her work explores identity, belonging, the sacred feminine, and 
humanity’s connection with earth and cosmos. Featured on ABC, channel 
7 & channel 9 in Australia, and PBS TV in the U.S, her work is now globally 
recognised. The ‘Emerging Earth People Series centred on indigenous 
wisdoms and ecology; The Sacred Series expands to the cosmic, demanding 
freedom, balance, and sustainability.

Or Lee has authored soon to be released ‘The Sacred Balance’, a book 
aligning science, spirit, and art as a means of responding to ‘the great 
convergence’ of humanity by reigniting the conversation betweeen the 
masculine and feminine forces.
